There are some things that we always expect of our students. The number 1 priority is very simple:

We expect
our students to work hard. Lessons will be high pace, high challenge and it is likely there will be silent
work as well as opportunity for discussion in lessons. We will set homework for students and your
child should expect to receive this from when they start in September.

Our school day from September starts at 8.25 and finish at 3.05pm. We will offer a range of extra-
curricular activities and clubs on Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday each week. We will provide
further information on this offer and give students the opportunity to choose and sign up in the
summer term in readiness for September. Late buses will run for students who attend these clubs.
Students will not be charged to travel on these buses, which enables access to clubs for all students,
irrespective of family finances. This will be available for students who currently travel to school on the
Local Authority buses
